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PHOTOSHOP TIP
Smart Objects to the Rescue

Sometime when you transform an image you'll lose image 
quality. The effect worsens as you continue transforming 
the image. Each time you do this, the image will degrade in 
quality. However, with Photoshop CS2 and Smart Objects, 
degradation is no longer an issue. If you aren't sure just 
how much (or how many times) you'll need to transform 
your image,  try making it a Smart Object first. Do this by 
targeting the layer and choosing Layer>Smart 
Objects>Group into New Smart Object.  Now you can 
have at it and transform to your heart's  desire. Just about 
anything you do, with the exception of enlarging the image 
beyond what its  original size was, will result in a crisp 
finished product.  
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
